The International Coffee Organization (ICO) — the main intergovernmental organization for
coffee — will be hosting the 122" Session of the International Coffee Council (ICC) and
associated meetings from 17-21 September at the International Maritime Organization in
London.

The ICC is the ICO’s governing body and meets twice a year to discuss wide-ranging issues
with the aim of promoting a sustainable coffee sector.
